Text:  John 8:51-59 

 
INTRO: Jesus was quite a disturber.  He disturbed the Pharisees, the 
Sadducees, His family, and sometimes His friends.  He preached a 
disturbing message.  He asked disturbing questions.  He made 
disturbing claims.  For the next few minutes, we will look at some of 
His disturbing claims. 
 
I.  HE CLAIMED ULTIMATE GREATNESS. 
 A.  Greater preacher than Jonah, Matt. 12:41 
 B.  Greater wisdom than Solomon, Matt. 12:42 
 C.  Greater provider than Jacob, John 4:12. 
 D.  Greater than Abraham, John 8:53, 58. 
 E.  Greater than the temple, Matt. 12:6 
 
II.  HE CLAIMED DEITY. 
 A.  He spoke of His pre-existence, John 17:5, 24; 8:58. 
 B.  He claimed the power to forgive sins, Matt. 9:5-6 
 C.  The Jews understood His claim to Deity. 

John 10:30-33, “I & My Father are one." Then the 
Jews took up stones again to stone Him. Jesus 
answered them, "Many good works I have shown you 
from My Father. For which of those works do you 
stone Me?" The Jews answered Him, saying, "For a 
good work we do not stone You, but for blasphemy, 
and because You, being a Man, make Yourself God."  

 
 D.  “I AM,” John 8:58 

Ex 3:13-14, Then Moses said to God, "Indeed, when I 
come to the children of Israel and say to them, 'The 
God of your fathers has sent me to you,' and they say 
to me, 'What is His name?' what shall I say to them?" 
14 And God said to Moses, "I AM WHO I AM." And 
He said, "Thus you shall say to the children of Israel, 'I 
AM has sent me to you.' "

 A.  John 14:6, “No one comes to the Father except thru Me.” 
 B.  Matt 7:21
